Amman, December, 2009 – The Special Operations Forces Exhibition and Conference (SOFEX) has 

signed an agreement to support the 'Madrasati' initiative launched by Her Majesty Queen Rania Al

Madrasati is designed in collaboration with the Ministry of Education as a student-centered initiative that 

brings together public, private and non-profit partners and encourages them to be active in their social 

responsibility towards education. The aim is to support approximately 500 public schools across Jordan, 

addressing their physical state and inspiring them with an enhanced learning environment. Madrasati is 

expected to benefit approximately 165,000 students over the next five years.    
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
